Self	-confidence	cannot	be	rooted	in	God,	it	is	that	if	I	ignore	God,	it	means	that	you	cannot	imagine	as	a	gap
of	God's	talented	desperately.	Despite	this,	this	type	of	despair	is	very	common	and	less	recognizable	among	people,	which	is	not	surprising,	because	the	person	who	suffers,	ignores	it,	so	he	claims	that	he	is	good	and	probably	a	member	of	the	activity	that	works	and	produced.	Such	a	person	is	not	only	blind	for	his	despair,	but	he	does	not	want	to	admit	it,	because	he	is	relaxed	in	this
vegetative	state,	according	to	Kierkegaard,	"the	horror	of	a	person	without	a	mind	is	definitively	recognized	in	the	full	understanding	of	the	mind.	He	feels	safe	because	such	despair	is	also	less	intense,	because	the	person	is	insensitive	to	him.	It	does	not	present	any	symptoms,	but	in	the	same	way	he	is	sick,	"he	feels	better,	he	considers	himself	healthy,	it	may	seem	different	in
detachment	of	this	state,	just	when	the	disease	is	more	critical."	As	a	consequence,	even	if	someone	was	silent	about	the	painful	awareness	of	their	despair,	because	he	remains	not	able	to	cure	himself	until	he	remains	an	ignorant.	Kierkegaard	recognized	such	despair	between	pagans	who	are	not	transparent	in	God	and	therefore	remains	irresponsible.	However,	a	person	can	also	say
that	he	is	desperate,	so	(or	think	that	he	is	D)	is	aware	of	his	own	suffering,	but	it	does	not	come	out	of	this	state.	This	despair	is	either	"despair	that	does	not	want	to	be	himself"	or	"despairI	want	to	be	desperate.	The	first	is	born	of	weakness,	but	the	second	is	weakness	that	turns	into	women's	uprising	or	despair	that	has	fallen	from	men.	If	we	follow	the	growing	degree	of
consciousness	in	terms	of	our	nature,	we	must	first	study	the	desperation	of	weakness.	Despair	is	in	this	category.	Desperate	directly	claims	to	be	despair,	although	he	can't	really	admit	it	-	he	stands	and	points	out	he	is	not	despair	and	explains	that	it	is	in	despair,	and	yet	he	is,	he,	he,	he,	he,	he,	he,	he	He,	he,	he,	he	is	frustrated.	Why	does	such	a	person	see	real	despair?	Because	it	is

get	a	new	self.	This	illusion,	which	can	fall	into	the	new	EU,	as	a	new	pair	of	trousers,	destroys	reflection.	When	a	person	accepts	the	fact	that	it	is	forever,	the	illusion	that	has	been	something	else	is	broken.	This	understanding	is	so	destructive	that	most	people	cannot	overcome	passivity	and	can	return	to	the	passivity	that	they	do	not	want	to	be	themselves.	Thus,	they	were	in	what
Kerkegor	called	the	"small	reflection	directly	named".	Her	consciousness	rises	from	weakness	to	recognize	your	weakness,	but	the	mind	remains	in	the	chain,	one	person	cannot	accept	your	true	EU.	Desperately	not	wanting	to	be	himself,	as	we	discussed,	there	is	despair	of	global	things	and	external	factors.	However,	if	a	person	concentrates	forever	straight,	the	despair	of	passivity
becomes	active.	Such	despair	comes	from	outside	in	passivity	due	to	external	pressure,	but	directly.	In	other	words,	such	a	despair	is	aware	that	he	is	eternal	in	the	EU,	and	now	he	desperately	wants.	He	is	enchanted	by	his	own	eternity,	but	he	uses	it	very	much,	wants	to	be	with	him	beside	him.Kierkegaard	writes	about	such	despair:	"I	want	to	control	or	create,	make	it	myself,
determine	what	will	have	and	what	will	not	have	in	my	specific	self."	.	Such	controlling	me	cannot	be	lost	in	eternity,	they	do	not	believe	in	God	because	they	do	not	know	what	I	will	look,	inseparably	connected	with	the	force	that	created	it.	He	is	obsessed	with	the	creation	of	the	perfect	self,	despair	is	on	his	fever.	It	is	so	intense	and	relentless	that	it	looks	almost	demonic	(according	to
Kierkegaard,	demonic	despair	is	the	strongest	despair,	because	the	fallen	angel	is	fully	aware	of	himself).	He	likes	to	be	his	own	master,	but	he	constantly	denies	that	he	is	trying	to	be	himself,	so	he	does	not	become.	In	his	book,	the	disease	until	the	death	of	Kierkegaard	discussed	in	detail	all	kinds	of	despair	that	harassed	people.	"I"	is	a	source	of	all	despair;	Kierkegaard	emphasized
the	disturbed	relationship	with	me	to	determine	its	intensity.	In	fact,	the	key	message	of	the	human	state	of	despair	is	expressed	in	the	title	of	the	book.	"The	disease"	refers	to	despair,	while	"until	death"	suggests	that	the	only	way	to	avoid	it	is	to	death.	But	this	is	not	a	"death"	in	a	physical	sense,	but	death	in	a	more	theological/Christian	sense.	We	can	say	that	this	is	the	death	of	an
artificial	"I".	In	general,	despair	is	a	struggle	of	the	restless	self	for	death,	but	when	you	get	faith,	you	will	no	longer	cling	to	a	false	sense	of	security.	At	this	time,	I	go	through	the	transformation,	setting	off	in	roots	in	God,	and	his	enlightenment	destroys	despair.
